Agenda:   There were no additions or changes to the published agenda.

Introductions: Island County Health Department Director Keith Higman opened the session by welcoming all for coming to join the celebration of the annual Linda Lee Martens Health Hero of Island County recognition program, and thanking Whidbey General Hospital for hosting the event again for the tenth year.
