Regular Meeting - Monday, April 20, 2009
Minutes

Call to Order:  The Chair, Jim Slowik, called this Regular Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:15 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  There were no changes or additions to the agenda. 
Approval of Minutes:  The Chair called for the approval of the minutes for the March 16, 2009 Regular Session and the April 14, 2009 Special Session of the Board of Health.  Commissioner Dean made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Commissioner Price Johnson seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 
Community Health Advisory Board (CHAB) Nominations:  Commissioner Helen Price Johnson advised the Board that, on their behalf, she had interviewed two individuals, Courtney Bell and Emmanuel Montenegro, for membership on the Community Health Advisory Board.  She was pleased to highly recommend both for appointment to the CHAB.  Commissioner Price Johnson moved that Courtney Bell be appointed to fill Position No. 15 with a term to run until March 8, 2012 and that Emmanuel Montenegro be appointed to fill Position No. 12 with a term to run until March 8, 2011.  Commissioner Dean seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  
Presentations:  
On-Site Operation & Maintenance Program Update – 
Aaron Henderson, Environmental Health Director, introduced Joe Laxson, Environmental Health Specialist in charge of the Health Department’s On-Site Operation and Maintenance Program.   Joe began his presentation with three examples of the O&M Program’s community activities:  Investigation, Community Partnerships, and Protecting Resources.  He elaborated on each of these activities and went on the review for the Board the early program results and next steps.  
Community & Family Health Programs on Camano Island – 

Suzanne Turner, Community and Family Health Director, introduced her Camano team, Janet McWatt and Chelcee Jones.  Janet and Chelcee went on to advise the Board on the programs that they deliver on Camano Island and the populations that they are serving.  

Resolution HD-04-09 – In the Matter of Revision of the Environmental Health Service Fee Schedule of the Island County Health Department – Aaron Henderson, Environmental Health Director, reviewed with the Board the need for a revision to the Liquid Waste fee schedule.  This revision provides better service options with the establishment of an Alteration Permit, a change to the Owner to Install fee, and the addition of a Class A, Class B, and Class C Waiver Requests, and amendments in support of the Operations and Maintenance Program.  The changes are proposed to become effective on May 1, 2009.  Following a discussion, Commissioner Dean moved for approval of the resolution.  Commissioner Homola seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
