Members Absent:  No members were absent.
Call to Order:  Chairman Slowik called this Special Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:18 p.m.  The Chairman introduced and welcomed Whidbey General Hospital Commissioner Anne Tarrant to the Board of Health.  He also welcomed guest, Kate Kapitonova, a 16-year old Russian student currently going to school in Oak Harbor in a ‘Future Leaders Exchange’ program.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  There were no changes or additions to the agenda.  As this is a Special Session, only those items on the announced agenda may be discussed and/or acted upon at this session.
Approval of Minutes:  The Chair called for the approval of the minutes of the December 15, 2008 Regular Meeting.  Commissioner Price Johnson moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Commissioner Dean seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 
Presentation:  Local Boards of Health and the Public Health System – Keith Higman, Health Services Director opened his presentation with a definition of Public Health.  He then reviewed the history and core functions of the Public Health system, discussed what was working and where the current challenges are, and concluded with an overview of the Board of Health’s powers and duties and authority.

Health Department Report:  Keith Higman reviewed the highlights of the communicable disease cases reviewed by staff in 2008:  8 cases of Dengue Fever (travel related); 10 Camphylobacteria cases; 1 case of E coli 15787, the “bad” strain; 10 cases of Giardia; 1 case of Hepatitis A (acute); 4 Lyme Disease cases; 2 Mumps cases; 87 cases of Pertussis (the outbreak); 1 case of Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease (CJD) which is not a reportable condition but very rare so of interest to track; 11 cases of Salmonella, one of which is associated with the current peanut butter outbreak; and 19 post-exposure prophylaxis for contact with bats.   
Public Input or Comments:  This being a Special Session of the Board of Health, the agenda is set and public comments must pertain to the published agenda.
Adjourn:  There being no further business, Commissioner Slowik adjourned the meeting at 2:10 p.m.  The next Board of Health will be a Special Meeting to be held on February 17, 2009.
