Regular Meeting - Monday, November 16, 2009
Minutes

Members Present:  Commissioners:  John Dean, Helen Price Johnson and Angie Homola; Jim Slowik, Mayor of Oak Harbor; Roger S. Case, MD, Executive Secretary to the Board; and Captain James Thralls, MSC, U.S. Navy, Ex-Officio Member.
Members Absent:   Anne Tarrant, Whidbey General Hospital Commissioner.
Call to Order:  The Chair, Jim Slowik, called this Regular Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:18 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  Keith Higman asked to add a presentation on the Tobacco Program to today’s agenda.  Commissioner Dean moved to accept the amended agenda, Commissioner Price Johnson seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes:  Commissioner Price Johnson moved for the approval of the minutes for the October 19, 2009 Regular Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Homola seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  
Well Site Waiver Request – Mike Brazier and Marvin Lang:

Keith Higman, Health Services Director, explained to the Board why they were being asked to consider a waiver request and why the Health Department was not handling this issue administratively.  This case involves the proposed siting of a well which could create an encumbrance imposed on another individual’s property.  Keith Higman introduced Aaron Henderson, Environmental Health Director, who presented the staff summary.  He began by clarifying for the Board that the “sanitary control area shall conform with: A minimum sanitary control area having a 100-foot radius around the well must be owned by the purveyor in fee simple, or the purveyor must have the right to exercise complete sanitary control of the land through other legal provision, such as recorded covenants, ……” (8.09.070.D.1).   Aaron continued by explaining the history of the property and the potential impacts on three adjoining parcels.  The owner of the potentially impacted property refused a restrictive covenant.  The applicant also tried to obtain water service from a large system in the area but was refused.  
The drilling of a well at the proposed location would impose a pollution control radius that extends onto Mr. McLean’s property approximately 27 feet.  If a waiver was granted, it would preclude installation of an on-site septic system in the 27 foot area impacted.  Staff is recommending that the waiver be approved if the Board of Health is satisfied that the impact on Mr. McLean’s property, parcel S6550-00-00012-0, is negligible.  If the Board of health has any concern that the existence of a well, with its pollution control radius, might change the ability of Mr. McLean, or future owners, to use his property, the waiver application should be denied.
Mr. Mike Brazier addressed the Board.  He said that Health Staff, Vin Sherman, had done a good job of reporting the facts in his staff report.  Mr. Brazier pointed out that a 50 foot setback required from a stream and the steep slope of the area already precluded the use of the impacted property from construction of an on-site system or a building area.  Additionally, it could still be included in a 100 foot sanitary radius area for a well siting on the impacted property.
Mrs. McLean represented her husband and herself.  She addressed the Board and clarified that her father-in-law originally owned the property and that his intention was to leave this property in a completely natural pristine state.  Mr. & Mrs. McLean, current owners, want to continue preserving that natural state.  
After further discussion clarifying locations of parcel boundaries and topography, Commissioner Dean moved for approval of the waiver.  Commissioner Price Johnson seconded and the motion passed unanimously for approval.

Presentation:  Island County Public Health Tobacco Prevention and Control Program
Jessica Minder, Health Department staff and program lead, presented an overview of the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program describing the program and the funding sources.  The program components include prevention, cessation, enforcement, and policy development.  She discussed rates of tobacco use in our population, the health costs, and concluded with policy recommendations.
