Special Meeting - Monday, September 21, 2009
Minutes

Members Present:  Commissioners:  John Dean, Helen Price Johnson and Angie Homola; Jim Slowik, Mayor of Oak Harbor; Roger S. Case, MD, Executive Secretary to the Board; and Anne Tarrant, Whidbey General Hospital Commissioner.
Members Absent:   Captain James Thralls, MSC, U.S. Navy, Ex-Officio Member.
Call to Order:  The Chair, Jim Slowik, called this Special Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:45 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  Due to the change in time, this is a Special Session and only those items on the announced agenda may be discussed and/or acted upon at this meeting.
Approval of Minutes:  Commissioner Dean moved for the approval of the minutes for the August 17, 2009 Regular Meeting and the September 14, 2009 Special Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Price Johnson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  
Children’s Commission Advisory Board – Position Appointments:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, noted that the agenda should be corrected to reflect that one of the proposed appointments, Peter Sodt, should be noted as ‘Dr.’ instead of ‘Mr.’.  Mr. Higman listed the proposed applicants for the Board and advised that he recommended their appointment:  Mr. Tim Quinn, Ms. Shawn Brown, and Dr. Peter Sodt.  Commissioner Homola asked to have the nomination procedure reflect that letters of interest or applications were required of potential advisory board members and she noted that this procedure was followed and they had been provided to the Board of Health to review.  Dan Bond, Health Department Staff to the Children’s Commission, introduced Tim Quinn who was in attendance and advised the Board that he is an exceptional youth. Mr. Quinn is a 14-year old freshman at Coupeville High School. Commissioner Price Johnson moved to appoint Mr. Tim Quinn, Ms. Shawn Brown and Dr. Peter Sodt to sit on the Children’s Commission Advisory Board.  Commissioner Dean seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  
 Advisory Board and Community Agency Reports:
Community Health Advisory Board (CHAB):  David Macys, CHAB Liaison to the Board, updated the Board on CHAB activities from June 2009 to September 2009 including work and progress in CHAB’s Priority Health Issues.  He also advised that the CHAB had been requested by the Board of Health in 2003 to provide a review of Public Health’s proposed budget.  That review focused on the relative priorities of different programs and how they compared to the health issues identified by the CHAB.  A CHAB Task Force will be reviewing Island County Public Health’s 2010 budget and reporting to the Board.
Island County Children’s Commission:  Janice O’Mahony, Children’s Commission member, updated the Board on Children’s Commission activities.  A highlight was the State of Island County Children and Youth Summit held in April.  Eighty people attended with stakeholders representing Island County’s schools, social service providers, health providers, youth advocates, government and businesses.  She highlighted the Commission’s Focus Group’s activities, one of which is the new Mother Mentor Program.    
Presentation:  H1N1 Planning Update
Keith Higman welcomed Mayor Nancy Conard, Town of Coupeville, to the meeting and thanked her for coming.  Dr. Roger Case, Health Officer, introduced Suzanne Turner, Community and Family Health Director, and Katie Hicks, Communicable Disease lead, as communicable disease team members.  Katie Hicks updated the Board on three H1N1 focuses of Island County Public Health’s:  (1) Education and outreach to the targeted populations; (2) Flu reporting and surveillance; and, (3) Vaccine distribution.  Dr. Case went on to answer the Board’s questions.
