Regular Meeting - Monday, July 19, 2010
Minutes

Members Present:  Commissioners:  Helen Price Johnson, John Dean and Angie Homola; Anne Tarrant, Whidbey General Hospital Commissioner; Jim Slowik, Mayor of Oak Harbor; Captain Susan Lichtenstein, MSC, USN, Ex-Officio Member; and, Roger S. Case, MD, Executive Secretary to the Board.
Members Absent:  No members were absent.
Call to Order:  Chair Helen Price Johnson called this Regular Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:19 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, asked the Board note a correction to the amount of the contract listed as item #7 to $4,953.
Approval of Minutes:  The Chair called for the approval of the minutes of the June 21, 2010 Regular Meeting.  Commissioner Dean asked for two corrections to the minutes as presented.  He asked that “YMCA program” be corrected to “YMCA facility” and that the last sentence in the Health Department Report section be omitted.  Both corrections were made and, with these revisions, Commissioner Homola moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Member Anne Tarrant seconded and the motion passed unanimously.   
Community Health Advisory Board (CHAB) Appointment:  Keith Higman advised the Board the he was pleased to highly recommend Ms. Laura Shay for their appointment to the CHAB to fill Position 9.  Ms. Shay has 27 years of health services delivery experience, including pediatrics and public health.  Mayor Slowik moved to appointment Ms. Shay to the CHAB, Commissioner Dean seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.  Commissioner Homola asked for a correction to the date on the appointment letter and for a clarification to the wording prior to the Chair’s signing.  

Presentation:  Community & Public Health Indicator Updates:  Keith Higman asked to open the presentation by telling the Board that the three-legged stool of Public Health is made up of Policy Development, Assurance, and Assessment.  By assessment, we judge the health status of the community.  The Board will be hearing a variety of examples of indicators used at the national, state and local level from Carrie McLachlan, Assessment & Community Development supervisor.  Ms. McLachlan told the Board that she will focus on three indicator sets:  (1) National indicators from ‘County Health Rankings’ funded by the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, (2) Washington State’s local public health indicators, and (3) CHAB’s key health indicators for Island County.  This information is gathered because every community is different and has unique sets of health problems with local responsiveness the key to change.  She went on to discuss the strategy for surveys and general trends seen from past data.  CHAB is in the process of beginning a cyclical Key Health Indicator review to monitor community trends, develop policy recommendations, and focus on planning and actions.

Commissioner Homola moved that the contracts be approved as presented.  Mayor Slowik seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Health Department Report:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, asked Captain Lichtenstein to provide the Board an update on tobacco related activity associated with the Naval Hospital.  Captain Lichtenstein advised that, following a three month transition period, the Naval Hospital will become a smoke free facility on September 7, 2010.  The Navy’s goals are to set a healthy example to clients and patients and to reduce health care costs resulting from staff’s tobacco use. Keith advised the Board that Mary Selecky, Secretary of the Department of Health, is tentatively scheduled to visit Island County Public Health on September 20th.  That date was requested as it is a Board of Health meeting date and Secretary Selecky can then participate in our September Board of Health meeting.  Keith encouraged the Board to contact him what they would like to see Secretary Selecky address at that meeting.  She will also be meeting with some of our community partners during that visit.  Dr. Case advised that September 20th is also the date of a Mass Casualty Incident (MCI) drill to be held at the Keystone Ferry and will involve Whidbey General Hospital and emergency response personnel.
