Call to Order:  Chair Helen Price Johnson called this Regular Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:15 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  The agenda had omitted a notation for ‘Public Comments’ and the Chair noted that omission and suggested that public comment would be taken following the ‘Contract’ section on the agenda.

Public Input or Comments:  The Chair invited public input or comments about subjects of a health related nature that were not on today’s agenda.  Rufus Rose, S. Maxwelton Road on South Whidbey, commented that he hoped this Board would encourage the Navy to elevate the sidewalk height near the Clover Valley School.  He noted that the Navy paves the street and the sidewalk is currently at the same level as the street.  This could allow cars to ride up onto the sidewalk. 
Health Department Report:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, had no report for the Board.  Helen Price Johnson advised that she attended the Washington Association of Counties meeting and they are establishing sub-committees to work on policy issues, one of which will be on Health & Human Services.  Commissioner Dean advised the Board that he is working with the Snohomish YMCA on a possible YMCA facility for Camano Island and Stanwood for after school programs working on childhood obesity rates.  A feasibility study is the next step and half of the $25,000 cost of that study has been donated anonymously.  The City of Stanwood will donate $1,000 and has asked Island County to match with $1,000.
