 Island County Board of Health

Regular Meeting - Monday, May 17, 2010
Minutes

Members Present:  Commissioners:  Helen Price Johnson, John Dean and Angie Homola; Jim Slowik, Mayor of Oak Harbor; Anne Tarrant, Whidbey General Hospital Commissioner; and, Roger S. Case, MD, Executive Secretary to the Board.
Members Absent:  Captain Susan Lichtenstein, MSC, USN, Ex-Officio Member.
Call to Order:  Chair Helen Price Johnson called this Regular Meeting of the Island County Board of Health to order at 1:15 p.m.  
Additions or Changes to the Agenda:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, asked to include a letter from Mr. Michael Low to the agenda.  The Chair suggested Mr. Higman go ahead with that agenda item now and he advised that Mr. Low wrote a letter to the Board of Health recognizing Joe Laxson, Environmental Health Specialist, for his professional solution and resolution of his neighbor’s septic failure and letting the Board know of his support of the requirement for periodic inspection of septic systems.   
Approval of Minutes:  The Chair called for the approval of the minutes of the April 19, 2010 Regular Meeting and of the April 27, 2010 Special Joint Session.  Commissioner Dean moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Commissioner Homola seconded and the motion passed unanimously.   
Public Input or Comments:  The Chair invited public input or comments about subjects of a health related nature that were not on today’s agenda.  The were no requests to address the Board.
Advisory Board Reports:  

Island County-Stanwood Community Network – Christina Urtasun represented the Network in Patty Carrol’s absence and said that the Network is continuing its work evaluating and trying to enhance the foster care network in Island County.  There are currently 54 foster homes on Whidbey Island.  Recruiting new foster homes and finding homes that are able to take multiple children, usually siblings, are ongoing focuses.  

Children’s Commission – Janice O’Mahoney advised that the Children’s Commission remains active in community education and outreach.  She reviewed some recent activities, Children’s Summit, Children’s Hero Award, and a Youth Arts Fair on Camano.  The health issues sub-committee is still very actively looking at the Vaccine Exception Bill, drug buyback programs and gun safety issues.  Commission is looking at who their members represent to be sure that they continue to recruit members to cover the range of interests, ages and groups.  
Opportunity Council – Lisa Clark told the Board that it has been a year since she has updated them on activities at the Opportunity Council and there are ever more increasing individuals in crisis seeking their services.  The OC had received about $200,000 in ARRA funds towards their homeless prevention program and rapid rehousing program.  The energy assistance program in 2009 was very stretched with 1703 applications.  Homeless numbers are up in Island County.  185 households received rental assistance.  Working with the Health Department on ways to mitigate the financial burden of on-site inspection fees.  
Community Health Advisory Board (CHAB) – David Macys updated the Board on CHAB’s work on their priority health issues and advised that CHAB continues to evaluate key health indicators.

ACHIEVE Team – Keith Higman advised that Island County is one of a handful of communities in the nation receiving funding from the National Association of City and County Health Officials (NACCHO) in a community based process to look at policy development relating to physical activity, nutrition and chronic disease.  The ACHIEVE coalition is formed with community members and will address the Board today regarding some action requests of the Board of Health.  Carrie McLachlan, Island County Health Department staff, and Cak Camak, City of Oak Harbor staff and ACHIEVE coalition member, addressed the Board about the Team’s request for the Board’s adoption the Resolution recommending policy strategies to promote healthy eating and active living in Island County which will be the first page of the proposed Community Action Plan for Active Living and Eating.  Mr. Camak explained that the Community Action Plan provides a framework for ACHIEVE to pursue goals and influence work being done to make communities more healthy.  The Board of Health has agreed to be the ACHIEVE policy board and so the group will be bringing ideas before the Board as they are developed.
Resolution # HD-10-10:   In the Matter of Recommending Policy Strategies to Promote Healthy Eating and Active Living in Island County.  Commissioner Dean made a motion for adoption of HD-10-10.  Mayor Slowik seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Proposed Endorsement and Support of the Island County 2010 ‘Call to Action’ (Community Action Plan for Active Living and Eating and Letter of Behalf of the Coalition:  Commissioner Dean made a motion to authorize 
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Commissioner Price Johnson to sign the endorsement and support letter.  Commissioner Homola seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Presentation:  Salmon Recovery and the SRFB Process 

Aaron Henderson, Environmental Health Director, introduced Chris Luerkens, Salmon Recovery program lead who began a description of the Island County Salmon Recovery Program by describing how the nearshore functions to salmon and the various salmon species influenced by that habitat.  He described the Salmon Recovery Plan goal to cause a net increase in salmon habitat through protection, enhancement and restoration and discussed the priorities in a recovery program.

Commissioner Dean moved that the contracts be approved as presented.  Commissioner Homola seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Health Department Report:  Keith Higman, Health Services Director, told the Board that the State Department of Health is advising local health jurisdictions that the newly adopted revision to the State Budget saw some growth of revenue in selected sectors such as Emergency Response, Pan Flu efforts, WIC stimulus, and drinking water infrastructure.  42% of our local health budget comes from State and Federal grants.  He anticipates many cuts to current grant funding levels.  At this time, Tobacco Program funding has been cut back, AIDS Net funding has been reduced and will be distributed regionally, and we will be seeing reductions to the Maternal Support Services program, Department of Early Learning programs and Solid Waste funding.
