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BOARD OF ISLAND COUNTY COMMISSIONERS MINUTES AUGUST 6, 2001

The Board of Island County Commissioners (including Diking Improvement District #4) met in Regular Session on
August 6, 2001 beginning at 9:30 a.m. in the Island County Courthouse Annex, Hearing Room, Coupeville, Wa.,
with  William F. Thorn, Chairman; Mike Shelton, Member; and Wm. L. McDowell, Member, present. By unanimous
motion, the Board approved and signed the minutes from Regular and Special Session held on July 23, 2001.

VOUCHERS AND PAYMENT OF BILLS

The following vouchers/warrants were approved for payment by unanimous motion of the Board,
including approval of an Interfund Loan to the Island County Fair in the amount of $81,000:

WAIVER FROM COMPETITIVE SOLICITATION REQUIREMENTS AND APPROVAL OF
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES OPERATING AGREEMENT BETWEEN ISL AND COUNTY AND

CONSOLIDATED FOOD SERVICES FOR THE ISLAND COUNTY JAIL

The Island County Sheriff at the July 16, 2001, Board meeting and July 18, 2001 Staff Session, made a presentation

with regard to contracting for procurement of jail food service on site through Consolidated Food Services, Inc. As
the Sheriff explained previously, and confirmed by Jan Smith today, there is some urgency due to utilization of

commercially-prepared meals during staff shortages, which creates extra cost as well as potential problems with
nutrition/caloric intake requirements. Also, Ms. Smith confirmed the fact that Consolidated Food Management is a
sole source provider of on-site inmate meal preparation [from scratch] and service in county jails in this State.

The Board by unanimous motion, based on the Island County Sheriff Department’s explanation of the circumstances,
i.e. the need to provide meals that meet required standards in the jail and are cost effective, approved waiver from
competitive solicitation requirements as allowed under Island County Code 2.29.030.B.2.12, Sole Source Contracts,
any service contract waived by the Board of County Commissioners on a case by case basis, and approved and signed
Professional Services Operating Services Agreement #RM-SHER-01-0059 with Consolidated Food Management, Inc.

HIRING REQUESTS & PERSONNEL ACTIONS

Ey unanimous motion, the Board approved PAA #089/01, effective date 8/6/01, Public Health Coordinator, Position
#2408.04, increasing hours worked per week to 40, based on increased grant funding [DOH Tobacco Settlement Fund]
through 12/31/03.

NEW PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR AND COUNTY ENGINEER NAMED

Chairman Thorn announced that the Board selected the new Public Works Director, Bill Oaks, who currently works
for King County as the Manager of Engineering Services, and comes to Island County with a broad experience base in
both the public and private sectors. The Board also approved the promotion of Dick Snyder as County Engineer.

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and signed the Use and Occupancy Agreement

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT #RM-GSA-01-0069 BETWEEN ISL AND COUNTY AND NORTHWEST
AIR POLIL UTION AUTHORITY

Betty Kemp, Director, GSA, presented for review and approval, Memorandum of Agreement between the Northwest
Air Pollution Authority, and Island and Skagit counties [Contract #RM-GSA-01-0069], regarding RCW 70.94.743
and 755 of the Washington State Clean Air Act which gives the Counties authority to cooperate in implementing the
limited burning policy authorized by RCW 70.94.743 through 765, and Chapter 183-425 WAC identifies the
permitting and enforcement activities necessary for implementation. The MOA provides that Island and Skagit
Counties accept the transfer of responsibility to carry out the permitting and/or enforcement activities set forth in this
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agreement.

As noted by David L. Jamieson., Jr., Deputy prosecuting Attorney, on the Contract Review Form, Ms. Kemp
confirmed that Island County could not fulfill its obligations under the agreement unless there is a parallel Interlocal
Cooperation Act Agreement between Island and Skagit Counties. Washington State Department of Natural Resources

is on line with the responsibility until September 301 NWAPA board meeting is scheduled for Thursday August oth
at which time this will be a topic of discussion. A decision on hiring a warden should also be made at that meeting.
Ms. Kemp suggested the Board approve the MOA

contingent on the successful completion of an agreement with Skagit County. Another step in the process will be for

Island County to adopt its own ordinance, and she agreed to bring that to the next Staff Session August 150 along
with a choice of commercial fees.

By unanimous motion, the Board approved the Memorandum of Agreement between the Northwest Air Pollution
Authority, and Island and Skagit counties [Contract #RM-GSA-01-0069], the implementation contingent upon
successful completion of a parallel agreement with Skagit County.

PUBLIC INPUT OR COMMENTS

This is time set aside for members of the public to speak to the Board about subjects of concern or interest, or items not already set aside for a
public hearing. The Board will take all information under advisement, but generally will not take any action unless it is emergency in nature.

David Schnell and his wife Christine, along with Doug Alderdice, were present. Mr. and Mrs. Schnell submitted a
letter for the record as an official statement of concerns regarding past and present development activities on the
Johnson Properties [Ashington Manor] located at 5023 and 5045 Langley Road, Parcels 221-484 and 214-440. They
understand there are some potential new development activities for Ashington Manor and had concerns based on some
history of non-compliance with County requirements and providing the opportunity for public input before the fact.
The letters states in length what those concerns are. In summary, concerns are that the rules be enforced before the
fact rather than after the fact, and that the County pro-actively enforce the codes. County staff advised that it was up
to them as the only immediate neighbor to report what is going on so the county can act on it, but they are tiring of
that role and concerned that they not be considered a nuisance neighbor.

Commissioner Shelton pointed out that he scheduled for tomorrow a meeting with Lloyd Furman and Jack Lynch
from the City of Langley, along with County staff Larry Kwarsick, Phil Bakke and Keith Higman, to review the
issues in an attempt to ensure that concerns are met in the correct way. Where there is a pattern of consistent
violations of the code, the after-the-fact type program does not work particularly well and the Commissioner felt the
concerns were quite valid and agreed the County would actively pursue the matters brought forth.

By unanimous motion, the Board scheduled a Special Session to be held on Camano Island, Tuesday, August 21,
2001, beginning at 2:00 p.m., Terry’s Corner Fire Station, located at 525 E. North Camano Drive, Camano Island,
for the purpose of conducting two public hearings:

Phil Cohen, Surface Water Waste Manager, brought forward proposed Supplemental Agreement No. 1, #RM-PW-00-
2025, Chums of Maxwelton Salmon Adventure, to change Section #2, Duration; Attachment A, Scope of Work; and
Required Performance. Funding comes from the Centennial Clean Water Fund Grant, part of which deals with salmon
recovery.

The Board deferred action on the Supplemental Agreement until next week so that staff can provide agreement
language with changes underlined to show what is proposed to change, and further information concerning maximum
amount to be spent on the position listed as $35.00 hour, and review status - whether employee or self-employed
contractor.
INTERL OCAL AGREEMENT - UNIVERSITY OF WASHINGTON AND MEMORANDUM OF
AGREEMENT —, NAVAL AIR STATION WHIDBEY ISLAND - CRESCENT BAY SALT MARSH &
SALMON HABITAT RESTORATION: PRELIMINARY DIKE REMOVAL

Julie Buktenica, Watershed Project Manager, presented two agreements having to do with the Crescent Bay Salt
Marsh & Salmon Habitat Restoration project:

Interlocal Agreement #RM-PW-12055, University of Washington - Crescent Bay Salt Marsh & Salmon Habitat
Restoration, $225,483

Memorandum of Agreement — #RM-PW-012066, Naval Air Station Whidbey Island,;
Crescent Bay Salt Marsh & Salmon Habitat Restoration: Preliminary dike Removal, $40,000
[of which $25,000 is in-kind service]

A photo was displayed during the presentation to identify the location of Crescent Bay Marsh. The restoration project
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is one that the Navy originally identified in their Natural Resources Plan published in 1996. The Salmon TAG also
identified it as a potential restoration project. This is a grant-funded project, a cooperative project between the County,
University of Washington and NAS Whidbey Island, the funding awarded to Island County as the lead on the project.
She introduced the following members of the audience attending the presentation:

The Interlocal Agreement with UW covers initial research at the marsh to look at existing conditions and make some
predictions about changes to the marsh habitat and provide a monitoring plan for the marsh, and provide
recommendations for potential restoration options in terms of removing the tide gate; construction monitoring and post
construction monitoring plans. The MOA with the Navy CB’s deals with removal of some of the spoils created when
the initial ditching was done by farmers at the turn of the century [not an area constructed to keep out water, rather
the sides of the channel created by the castoffs from digging the ditch].  The CB’s are scheduled to start this week.
This is not changing the actual flow regime in the marsh

Mr. Simenstad explained that the side castings from the historical digging of the ditch run about 200 meters up along
either side. The marsh still gets inundated but a very muted inundation because of the constriction of the tidegates;
the grant is to restore full tidal inundation. The research, pre-construction and engineering will evaluate affects of
full tidal inundation. The side castings do not actually affect to any major degree the amount of circulation, but may
affect the timing when flood waters get up on themarsh. It is a fairly high marsh to begin with and because of the
muted tide, it probably does not get up there very often.

Mr. Phillips explained that given the timing of the CB’s and the ability for them to do the work, there was very limited
scheduling opportunity. This project was identified as a project knew would occur regardless of what the study
would show because of the already known fact to get lateral movement of the water.

The Commissioners expressed some concern about whether or not the cart was in front of the horse here; if base-
lining that area now it seemed premature.

Mr. Simenstad stated that all the baseline work would be done next Spring before the full restoration.

Commissioner Shelton noted the packet containing the Interlocal Agreement with UW, Attachment A, [Phillip
Williams & Associates] revised proposal for the Crescent Bay slat marsh restoration, stating: “Higher water levels
have the potential to impact the operation of a wastewater treatment plant located on-site.”.  Given that possibility,
what will happen should the wastewater treatment plant be impacted.

Ms. Buktenica stated that the initial removal of the spoils and side castings would have no impact in terms of the
amount of water coming into the marsh. It does not change at all the amount of water that gets in the marsh. The
reference Commissioner Shelton made referred to the removal of the tide gate, not the project being the removal of
these spoils. The Navy actually wenched open the tide gate in 1994 so that is not changing, there is already minimal
tidal influence.

As far as Commissioner McDowell’s concern if the study indicated removal of the tide gate and it returns to a salt
water marsh, what impact that would have to the farmers upstream, Mr. Kwarsick did not think it had any regulatory
impact on agricultural land uses.

The wastewater treatment plant is a joint use between the City and the Navy, and Mr. Phillips indicated that working
with the City on that particular issue would be part of the engineering study. He confirmed for Commissioner
McDowell that removing the spoils would have no impact on the wastewater treatment plant. Currently, all the water
comes in the main channel and there are several breaches natural in the system. The water comes up and around,
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about the only thing accomplished by removing the spoils is that the water instead of going around will go directly
lateral in either direction.

Mr. Kwarsick clarified that about half of the grant received would be set aside for implementation after the study has
been done. The Board of Island County Commissioners is the recipient of those grant funds, so even though it is
Navy property and the Navy might have a desire to implement the plan based upon results of the study, the Board still
has control of the money in terms of moving ahead with the next phase.

The Board approved, by unanimous motion, Interlocal Agreement #PW-01-2055 between Island County and the
University of Washington, with the stipulation that those monies of the grant award outside the study money and the
money for the CB’s for removal of the side castings, remain under Island County’s future decision for moving ahead.

By unanimous motion the Board also approved Memorandum of Agreement #PW-01-2066 between Island County
and Naval Air Station Whidbey Island, Navy Construction Battalion 471, in the amount of $40,000.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN ISL AND COUNTY AND STEVE WIRTH, CONTRACTOR, FOR TREATMENT
OF SPARTINA

Don Meehan submitted for approval an Agreement between Island County and Steve Wirth, Contractor, for treatment
of Spartina, for a two year period, the Contract Review Form now signed off by the County’s Deputy Prosecuting
Attorney.

By unanimous motion, the Board approved a Contract between Island County and Steve Wirth, Burlington, Wa., for
a two year period in an amount not to exceed $50,000, for the purpose of treatment and eradication of Spartina.

RESOLUTION #C-108-01 APPROVING PENN COVE WATER & SEWER DISTRICT’S GENERAL
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR A STREET LIGHTING SYSTEM

Penn Cove Water and Sewer District submitted to the Board of Island County Commissioners Amended Resolution

#167 on June 5, 2001, proposing to amend the District’s comprehensive plan to allow the District to construct,
maintain and develop a system of street lighting,. The Board submitted the District’s amended Resolution 167 to the
County Engineer, who approved the amendment in writing by way of a Memorandum dated June 19, 2001,

as required by RCW 57.16.010.

Phil Bakke, Planning and Community Development Director, reported that the revised proposal, Resolution #167 dated
June 5, 2001, adequately satisfied conditions set forth in his earlier memorandum, and the Department had no
objection to approval of the street lighting plan.

By unanimous motion, the Board approved Resolution #C-108-01, a resolution approving the Penn Cove Water &
Sewer District’s General Comprehensive Plan for a Street Lighting System.

GENERAL COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR

A STREET LIGHTING SYSTEM

WHEREAS, the Penn Cove Water and Sewer District submitted to this Board its Amended Resolution 167,
June 5, 2001, proposing to amend its comprehensive plan to allow the District to construct, maintain, operate and
develop a system of street lighting;
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WHEREAS, RCW 57.16.010 requires that the District’s general comprehensive plan be submitted to an
engineer designated by the Board of County Commissioners and, prior to becoming effective, must be approved in
writing by the engineer;

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners submitted the District’s Amended Resolution 167 to Lewis
J. Legat, Island County Engineer, who approved the amendment to the District’s comprehensive plan by his written
memorandum of June 19, 2001;

WHEREAS, RCW 57.16.010 also requires that before the District’s comprehensive plan becomes effective,
the comprehensive plan must be approved by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners pursuant to the
criteria set forth in RCW 57.02.040 and further that the comprehensive plan does not provide for facilities that are
inconsistent with RCW 36.70A.110, the Growth Management Act provisions restricting new urban facilities to urban
growth areas;

WHEREAS, the Island County Director of Planning and Community Development reported to and this Board
finds that the District’s street lighting comprehensive plan contained in its Amended Resolution 167 is in compliance
with the criteria set forth in RCW 57.02.040 as it complies with Island County’s Growth Management Act
Comprehensive Plan and Development Regulations, and is not inconsistent with RCW 36.70A.110, the Growth
Management Act provisions restricting urban facilities to urban growth areas, because the Penn Cove area is
designated as a Residential Area of More Intensive Rural Development (RAID) in the County’s Comprehensive Plan
and Development Regulations; NOW, THEREFORE,

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the Penn Cove Water and Sewer District’s amendment to its general
comprehensive plan to include construction, maintenance, operation and development of a street lighting system
contained in the District’s Amended Resolution 167, June 5, 2001, is approved. Prior to construction of the lighting
system, the District should submit the lighting plan to the Island County Planning and Community Development to
review the details of the plan’s compliance with the outdoor lighting standards of ICC 17.03.180(R)(4).
