RESOLUTION C-69-09/R-29-09 IN THE MATTER OF ENDING BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS COUNTY PROCLAMATION OF EMERGENCY
The Board of County Commissioners on April 3, 2009 declared that an emergency existed in Island County as a result of a structural failure to Glendale Road due to unusually heavy rainfalls, flooding, mudslide, beaver dams and other natural forces.
Mr. Oakes remarked that the washout across the ravine remains closed but the road leading out of Glendale through the Holst route is now open to two-way traffic.  Property owners now have potable water and septic systems and the solid waste disposal containers, provided by the County, were removed from the site.  With the exception of repair to the crossing work is completed and Public Works does not anticipate any need for emergency contracting at this point.  Mr. Oakes recommended lifting the emergency declaration.  

Commissioner Price Johnson asked about sweeping of the road.  Mr. Oakes responded that Public Works hired a contractor to wash down the road and the road was thereafter mechanically bermed.

· As reported in the South Whidbey Record the City of Mukilteo is planning to do away with overnight parking which will impact Whidbey commuters.  The Commissioner will contact the Mayor of Mukilteo to talk about possible avenues for resolution.

· The Freeland Planning effort is moving forward and there are a number of relevant documents available on-line through the Planning Department website.  A meeting with Steve Shapiro, Chair of the Citizens’ Committee, is planned for Tuesday (6/2/09).

· Met with Representative Norma Smith at Lone Lake with John Lees and the Homeowners’ Association to talk about the outfall problems and the hope of reaching a solution.  

· Commissioner Price Johnson, along with Commissioner Homola, will attend WSAC training in Kennewick June 9-10.

· Glendale community meeting scheduled for June 9.

· Participated in the Camano Hill Road grand opening “car rally” on Saturday hosted by Public Works and attended by many including Senator Haugen.  The Camano Hill Road project is the longest and most expensive project to date for the County.

· Due to budget cuts the Board of Equalization would like to go with a “two person” Board to hear appeals, rather than with three people, in an effort to expedite the process.  There is a concern, however, that existing staff would not be able to keep up with the paperwork if the process is accelerated.  Ms. Kemp will bring the subject to Work Session to talk about the proposal and will also mention at that time the possibility of instituting a filing fee.

Commissioner Homola

· Commissioner Homola suggested, concerning the indigent veterans’ program, that discussion occur at Work Session about the idea of considering an annual tax for the program.  A more consistent stream of revenue would help Human Services plan accordingly for cases received.
· Attended WAIF Annual Auction Fundraiser in Langley.  The fundraiser was attended by many supporters (sold out at 142 people) with amazing contributions toward the well being of animals in Island County.
PAA 063-09
Ms. Marlow brought forward on behalf of the Sheriff a PAA for Board consideration.  The PAA would replace Deputy Sawyers who resigned.  The Sheriff would like to offer the position to Deputy Kania who was trained at County expense but laid off due to budget cuts.  Time is of the essence since Deputy Kania recently accepted a position with Mukilteo.  The new hire date would be in early July.

By unanimous motion the Board approved PAA 063-09.

At 10:26 a.m. the Board recessed its meeting, reconvening at 5:00 p.m. for a joint workshop with the Town of Coupeville to review a revised Memorandum of Understanding relating to the design guidelines project applicable to properties located within Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve.
JOINT WORKSHOP WITH TOWN OF COUPEVILLE

Mr. Kwarsick commented that at the last joint meeting staff presented a proposed Interlocal Agreement to which both bodies agreed in principle in terms of the work program and work product.  Since aspects of the details required further discussion and consideration Mayor Conard suggested an alternative framework in the form of a Memorandum of Understanding.  A Memorandum of Understanding would be a less formal document in that it would not be a contractual commitment but rather an agreement in theory that would allow moving forward on the project under the provisions of the Growth Management Act in terms of working with respective planning commissions and conducting the public review process.  The process is progressing with the first joint planning commission meeting scheduled to take place on Tuesday, June 9, at which time the initial work program and product will be provided; an initial public meeting will occur with the planning commission followed by release of the first draft of the design manual; work will proceed with the HRC and DRB; and then presented at the second meeting of the planning commission will be a thoroughly reviewed design manual that the commission can subsequently take through the official review process.
The Memorandum of Understanding is the first step and was created to take the place of what a legislative body is empowered to do; that is, to initiate an action under the Growth Management Act.  Both the Town and County have the ability to direct their respective planning commissions to review certain issues with specified goals and objectives.  An effort was made to reduce the statements in the MOU to those issues discussed at the last joint session and agreed to in principle; namely, the type of review process, establishment of uniform regulations, establishment of uniform design standards, and establishment of uniform processes and procedures in a multi-tiered review process consisting of two administrative tiers and one quasi-judicial tier governed by the Ebey’s Reserve Historic Preservation Commission.  Included is a commitment to replace the current Town DRB and the current County HRC with the reserve-wide commission absent details about how the commission would be constituted.  Those details would be talked about as the process moves forward.  

The Town’s attorney, Mr. Kwarsick said, added language to the MOU under Article I that speaks to the fact that the Memorandum of Understanding is merely a general framework for a relationship, that it does not constitute a contract between the parties but instead establishes a joint work program, and that implementation of the MOU necessitates the adoption of ordinances by both the County and Town, entering into an Interlocal Agreement, and the preparation and adoption of standards, procedures and guidelines.  It is possible and understood that the process may not be successful and in such an event, any party may elect to terminate its participation.
Considerable discussion occurred about ways to clarify the MOU to satisfy concerns of the assembly and the County’s attorney.  The County and Town Council following that dialogue moved for approval of a modified Memorandum of Understanding as follows:

Island County

Chairman Dean moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between Island County, the Town of Coupeville, and the Trust Board of Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve to establish uniform design review processes and procedures with the following modifications:

ARTICLE III – STATEMENT OF RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Town and County Responsibilities
a. In support of the protection of historic resources within the Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve, the Town and County shall jointly propose prepare and adopt ordinances establishing uniform regulations, …..
b. The hereinabove referenced uniform regulations, uniform design standards, and uniform procedures/processes shall include:

....
2. Second Tier – The second tier involves the administrative decisions of a Reserve Committee consisting of the County Planning Director, Town Planner, and Reserve Manager or his/her trained designee ….



….

Members of the Ebey’s Reserve Historic Preservation Commission, as well as staff from the County, the Town and the Reserve who will potentially be involved in design review, will all receive training in historic preservation principles, design review and the history of the Reserve landscape and buildings.  This training will help assure that decisions are both informed and consistent.  Annual reports of design review decisions will be made intended prepared by the Reserve Committee and shared with all partners to assure accountability.
ii. Consistent ordinances that include:

….
a. As a quasi-judicial body, conduct design review and issue Certificates of Approval for new construction affecting historic resources, alterations to the cultural landscape historic properties, demolition or relocation of historic properties and other projects consistent with the adopted uniform process and standards;

b. Hear appeals of Tier 1 and Tier 2 administrative decisions on alterations to historic properties and other actions assigned to the staff planners/Reserve Committee;

Provisions that appeals from of decisions of the Commission be established to support consistent application and interpretation of the Design Guidelines.


….

ARTICLE IV - DURATION
This MOU is effective beginning upon execution, and shall continue automatically until it is superseded by an adopted Interlocal Agreement and upon completion of the Statement of Work defined in Article II.

Commissioner Price Johnson seconded the motion of Chairman Dean to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with modifications, unanimously carried.

Town of Coupeville Town Council
Bob Clay on behalf of the Town of Coupeville Town Council moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with Island County, Town of Coupeville, and Trust Board of Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve Relating to Historic Preservation and Protection within the Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve – Establishment of Uniform Design Review Processes and Procedures as modified and amended, seconded by Jim Phay, unanimously carried.
