EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH FOR FEBRUARY 
Ken Delano – Island County Juvenile Detention Center
Since starting at the Island County Juvenile Detention Center Mr. Delano has been involved in many detention-wide activities. He has been an active member of the facility’s policy and procedure committee. This committee has been instrumental in organizing the newly-developed policy and procedures manual for the Juvenile Detention Center.  He is one of the primary staff involved in organizing, updating, maintaining, and ensuring that all staff has the most current policy and procedures manual for detention.   Due to Mr. Delano’s efforts numerous compliments were received from other juvenile facilities in the state and the State Juvenile Training Commission with respect to how far along and well organized the policy and procedure manual is to this point.
Mr. Delano has proven to be one of the best Juvenile Detention Officers. His eagerness to learn from juveniles and mentor them is coupled with his ability to teach new detention staff mentoring and crisis intervention skills.  He exemplifies what a Juvenile Detention Officer should be. COMMISSIONERS COMMENTS & ANNOUNCEMENTS
Chairman Dean and Commissioner Price Johnson thanked Commissioner Homola for orchestrating the Navy tour on March 6.  All three Board members were impressed with the reception and enjoyed the conversation with Captain David; they support the Navy and appreciate Captain David’s service and the people under his command.  A letter of thanks will be sent to Captain David and once the photographs are received the Board will issue a Press Release.
Commissioner Homola remarked that there was the feeling on Captain David’s part to work with the County; as an example, to help with signs at the OLF field to keep people from sitting at the end of the runway while the planes come and go. Captain David also expressed the Navy’s sensitivity to citizens who live around the base and the activities that occur there. 

Chairman Dean
· Attended the Children’s Commission meeting last week where discussion occurred about concerns relating to budget constraints and what that might mean for the Commission. The role of the Commission in the County was also talked about.  Chairman Dean believes there should be some written protocol so the Commission knows its role and that role then honored by the Board of Commissioners.
· Met with the Auditor, Human Resources, and the Budget Director concerning a PAQ for the Auditor’s office considered at a previous meeting.  The consensus was to return the PAQ to Human Resources.

· Will be out of the office March 16-19 for a family birthday in Arizona.

Commissioner Homola

· Possible that Fort Ebey State Park and Fort Casey State Park may be on the pending mothball list. Other jurisdictions in the area have written letters to the State; Commissioner Homola agreed to prepare such a letter on behalf of the Council of Governments as an opportunity to weigh in on the subject as to how important parks are in a tourist environment.  
· Received notice from the Governor that the Commissioner was accepted to the State Building Code Council.
· The Commissioner will attend Risk Management training; the Risk Pool will pay for both Commissioner Homola and Ms. Kemp so there is no expense to Island County.  She will be out of the office March 24-27.
· Reminder to provide “FYI” when taking on certain tasks.  
· Over the weekend the Commissioner realized the sense of urgency with trying to find a Planning Director. To be completed were a job description and announcement which were done with the help of Mr. McFarland; Commissioner Homola reviewed and modified the job description. The matter will be discussed at the next Work Session.
Commissioner Price Johnson

· Meeting scheduled for proposal to create a Central Whidbey Parks District.

· The Commissioner was asked to represent the Board at the South Whidbey Soccer Complex on Saturday for a dedication of a new playground.  The playground was funded through a voter-approved levy, used local contractors, and the Health Department and Children’s Commission played a role in creating signs for families to do activities along the trails.  The complex provides shelter, drinking fountain, and a playground next to the bathrooms along Langley Road.

· Attended a joint meeting of the Clinton Chamber and Clinton Progressive Community Association.  The Commissioner gave a brief presentation about County opportunities for public participation and provided an overview of the budget situation.
· Will meet with Mayor Conard this week to receive an update about the ferry issue.  Attempting to create a cohesive message to legislators for each of the ferry terminals on Whidbey.

· WSAC responded, concerning follow-up training, that the possibility exists with more funding that is available. Need to provide the scope and timing as soon as possible.  WSAC was heartened by how the grant was used in the past.  Revisiting the mission statement is a possibility or reviewing the goals and priorities.  Commissioners Dean and Homola thought the idea a good one to help maintain a focus on the future.

The Commissioners agreed to schedule the next Public Forum on Camano on either March 30 or 31.
Ms. Marlow added that the Board, for the first time, formally approved today two sets of Work Session minutes and those will be posted to the web.  Ms. Dill has done a wonderful job to make that happen.

Sales and use tax for Chemical Dependency and Mental Health Treatment Services

2005  State Legislation

A county legislative authority may fix and impose a sales tax

· The rate of the tax shall equal one-tenth of one percent

· In 2006 such a tax would have totaled $877,000

Monies collected shall be used solely for new or expanded:

· Chemical dependency treatment services

· Mental health treatment services

· Therapeutic court programs

Where the program is now

· The tax began being collected in January 2008
· Programs began in summer of 2008 with expansion of the adult and juvenile drug courts

· Therapeutic Court began in November of 2008

Channing Gredvig, Drug Court Coordinator, spoke about the expanding court programs:
· Juvenile Drug Court

· Adult Drug Court

· Therapeutic Drug Court

Charlene Suzuki, Mental Health Program Supervisor, and those involved with the various schools, talked about the School Based Mental Health Program which covers prevention, early intervention, and treatment.  The goals of the program are:

· To create a dynamic, creative and innovative school based mental health program

· To provide a wide variety of mental health services including:

· Individual, Group, and Family Counseling

· Mediation

· Crisis Intervention

· Parent Support Groups

· Staff Consultation

· Comprehensive referrals to community resources

· Education and training

Plans for March-June 2009

· Create programs in the districts

· Regular meetings to evaluate progress

· Monthly supervision

· Tracking services

· Year-end evaluation

· Planning for 2009-2010 school year

Additional programs:

· Mental Health Services for the Uninsured (will begin Spring/Summer)
· Senior and Vulnerable Adult Outreach (will combine with Veteran’s program)

· Expansion of Mental Health Services in the Island County Jail and Juvenile Detention Center (will be put on hold until it is known how much money will be collected)
· Early Childhood Mental Health Program (may also be put on hold until it is known how much money will be collected)
· Education, Evaluations/Assessments and Classes

Evaluation
· Maintain a balance within the account

· Do not create programs in a vacuum 

· Contract with independent third party for review of the programs and to prepare a study

Following a brief question and answer period the Board thanked those who participated in the presentation.  Chairman Dean suggested that once the full program is in place that outreach occur so the public is aware of the services provided by the mental health initiative.
