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BOARD OF ISLAND COUNTY COMMISSIONERS MINUTES OF MEETING

MAY 18, 2009 – REGULAR SESSION

The Board of Island County Commissioners (including Diking Improvement District #4) met in Regular Session on May 18, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m. in the Board of County Commissioners Hearing Room (Room # 102B), Annex Building, 1 N.E. 6th Street, Coupeville, Washington. John Dean, Chairman, Helen Price Johnson, Member, and Angie Homola, Member were present.  The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.   
MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS

Auditor 

Anne LaCour, Chief Deputy Auditor, submitted the Auditor’s written financial report for the period ending April 30, 2009.  Ms. LaCour reported that not much has changed since the previous report.  
Treasurer 
Linda Riffe, Treasurer, submitted the Treasurer’s written financial report for the period ending April 30, 2009.  
· Community Development – Planning:  Plan checking fees to date for 2008 were $162,404.75 and for 2009 $101,147.64, a difference of $61,257.11.

· Building Permits – Revenue to date for 2008 was $349,666.72.  In 2009, the figure is $184,706.82, a difference of $164,959.90.

· Juvenile Court – (A) Consolidated grants: State grants decreased significantly.  In April 2008, received was $113,580.87 and in April 2009, $36,393.87; (B) the BECCA grant was not received in March or April 2009.  In March 2008, received was $25,550.83.

· Public Defender – Court cost reimbursement has still not been paid for fiscal year 2008 (to date).  The last court cost reimbursement was paid in December 2007 for FY 2007.

· Investment Interest – Investment interest returns reflect the general market economy and the downward trend continues.  The LGIP investment interest rate fell again from 0.765% in the last report to currently 0.615%.  The projection is for the rate to drop again to an estimated 0.50% and possibly to 0.35% before the bottom is hit.

· Current bond rates for Federal Agency Notes run from 0.40% to 0.70% out to one year.  Recent projections show that it is expected the rates for 2010 will run from 0.25% to 0.55% depending on the economy.  The Treasurer is working with several bankers to learn if and when banks will be accepting public deposits/investments.  $10 million is invested in the LGIP and $17 million is invested in Federal Agency Notes and Certificates of Deposit.  Being considered is participation in the CEDARS program (Certificate of Deposit Account Registry Service).

FRANCHISE #364 – LEHMAN ENTERPRISES, INC FOR AN EXISTING 

WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

Chairman Dean opened a public hearing to consider Franchise #364 with Lehman Enterprises, Inc. for an existing water distribution system in the Plat of Goss Lakeridge Acres.

Mr. Oakes, Public Works Director, indicated that the franchise is in the East Harbor area, north of Freeland, and is an existing water distribution system.  The franchise request was reviewed by all appropriate departments who recommended approval.

Chairman Dean opened the floor to public comment and there being none, public comment was closed.

By unanimous motion the Board approved Franchise #364 with Lehman Enterprises, Inc. for an existing water distribution system in the Plat of Goss Lakeridge Acres, Secs. 1 & 2, Twp 29 N, R 2E; (PW-0920-26) (RM-PW-09-0093)

ORDINANCE C-51-09 [PLG-006-09] IN THE MATTER OF RE-ADOPTING AN INTERIM OFFICIAL CONTROL THAT REGULATES THE USE OF PROPERTY WITHIN THE FREELAND NON-MUNICIPAL URBAN GROWTH AREA.  THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE RENEWS THE FREELAND NMUGA INTERIM DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS.
A public hearing was opened by the Chairman to consider Ordinance C-51-09 [PLG-006-09] In the Matter of Re-Adopting an Interim Official Control that Regulates the Use of Property within the Freeland Non-Municipal Urban Growth Area (NMUGA).  The proposed ordinance renews the Freeland NMUGA interim development regulations.
Mr. Boscolo briefed the Board on the work done thus far for the Freeland area.  Two public meetings have occurred and a series of subcommittee groups to help guide the process were developed.  Each subcommittee is working to establish goals and implementing strategies to put into place for the subarea plan.   Because the interim control will expire on May 19, 2009 the department recommends approval.
Chairman Dean opened the floor to public comment.

Mitchell Streicher said the people who are building a warehouse near the library are in violation and the Board should make them conform to regulations. He believes the ordinance should be renewed.  
There being no further public comment the Chairman closed the public comment portion of the hearing.

Commissioner Price Johnson moved to approve renewing Ordinance C-51-09 [PLG-006-09] In the Matter of Re-Adopting an Interim Official Control that Regulates the Use of Property within the Freeland Non-Municipal Urban Growth Area (GMA No. 10292), seconded by Commissioner Homola.

Commissioner Price Johnson has followed the effort and is impressed with the level of participation of the Freeland community as well as the level of staff support and enthusiasm for the project.    

Commissioner Homola expressed concern with Mr. Streicher’s comments about the warehouse violation.  She asked that Mr. Boscolo bring forward information about the issue to the Board.

Motion carried unanimously.  
COMMISSIONERS COMMENTS & ANNOUNCEMENTS
LETTER TO FEDERAL RAIL ADMINISTRATION

Chairman Dean commented that the rail corridor proposal has been something talked about for many years and is ranked one of ten suitable for possible funding under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  The letter points out the benefits of such to all Island County residents.
By unanimous motion the Board approved sending a letter to the Federal Rail Administration in support of the Pacific Northwest Rail Corridor.
Commissioner Price Johnson

· She felt it important to follow-up with the Planning Director candidates who submitted the structured resume answers, that they be informed of the timeline for the decision-making process.  Discussion ensued about dates and agreed upon for interviews were June 18 and 19, 2009. 
· The Puget Sound Partnership is scheduled to attend the Board’s Wednesday Work Session. Commissioner Price Johnson suggested the Commissioners let anyone know who may be interested to learn about the action agenda.  WSAC will also attend to talk about its role.  The Swan Lake group is also scheduled to talk that day and Commissioner Homola believed that its conversation could be combined with that of the Partnership.
· She participated in the Coastal Caucus call which focused on the Puget Sound Partnership and setting priorities for the Partnership and what type of model works best given the diversity of affected counties.  A follow-up to that conversation will occur at the Kennewick conference.   The consensus of the counties group is that they would like to focus on the outcome rather than revenue.
· Commissioner Price Johnson was impressed with the level of dialogue at the last retreat.  Following receipt of additional information that will be solicited from Department Heads and Elected Officials a follow-up retreat will be scheduled.
Commissioner Homola

· She and Commissioner Price Johnson joined the League of Women Voters annual event with guest speaker Karen Bishop of the Conservation District.
· Concerning the Planning Director candidates, she hoped to extend an effort to provide government-rate hotel accommodations.  
Chairman Dean announced that the Board would meet with the Island County Board of Health at 1:15 p.m. and two public hearings are scheduled tomorrow on Camano at the Camano Senior and Community Center.

There being no further business to come before the Board the meeting adjourned at 10:59 a.m. The Board will meet next in Regular Session on June 1, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m. 
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
