The Board of Island County Commissioners (including Diking Improvement District #4) met in Regular Session on November 2, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m. in the Board of County Commissioners Hearing Room (Room # 102B), Annex Building, 1 N.E. 6th Street, Coupeville, Washington. John Dean, Chairman, Helen Price Johnson, Member, and Angie Homola, Member were present.  The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Dean opened the public hearing at 11:41 a.m. 

Bill Oakes, Public Works Director, presented the proposed ordinance (handout comparing the existing rates to the new recommended rates on file with the Clerk of the Board).  The two most affected rates, he said, concern the cost-per-ton for municipal solid waste which is changing from $110 per ton to $115 per ton.  The other is the first can or bundle which is changing from a $10 fee for the first can to an $11 fee.

The Chairman opened the floor to public comment and following remarks either in favor or not in favor of the proposed fees, public comment was closed at 11:54 a.m.

COMMISSIONERS COMMENTS & ANNOUNCEMENTS (Record Part 1 @ 1:54:30)
Proposed Letter in Opposition to Initiative 1033 
After reading the Board’s proposed letter for the benefit of the audience in opposition to Initiative 1033 (measure on the Washington November ballot which if passed, will have a detrimental affect on vital public services), Chairman Dean opened the floor to public comment.  Following public comment on the proposed letter, 

IT WAS MOVED BY PRICE JOHNSON, SECONDED BY HOMOLA, TO APPROVE signature of the letter in opposition to Initiative 1033.  MOTION CARRIED: 3-0
At 12:09 p.m. the Board recessed, reconvening at 12:17 p.m. for budget workshop.

BUDGET WORKSHOP  (Record Part 2 and Part 3)
The Board, along with Elected Officials and Appointed Department Heads, met in budget workshop to review revenue and expenditure estimates with the Budget Director. Following dialogue the Board recessed at 1:03 p.m., reconvening at 3:10 p.m. for continued budget discussions.  Of particular note was:

· Labor negotiations 
· Suggested starting point of an 8% reduction 
· Declaration of Financial Emergency 

· Medical rates 
· Options for reduction and increased revenue 
· Hours of operation
· Mandated versus non-mandated services

At the end of the day it was agreed:

· A Declaration of Emergency is necessary
· Chairman Dean and Commissioner Price Johnson agreed that the change for medical for non-represented employees is needed and thus should be effected for those employees.  Commissioner Homola struggled with putting another monetary burden on non-represented employees, she remained undecided.

· Those Elected Officials and Department Heads interested in the possibility of furlough days for their staff will contact Mr. Larson, who will work with Mr. Braun and the unions.

There being no further business to come before the Board the meeting adjourned at 4:04 p.m.  The Board will meet next in Regular Session on November 9, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m. 
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
