Subject: Island county Flood Ordinance and FEMA compliance 

Attachments:   none 

Proposed Action:  Bob discussed with the Board the need to update the current flood ordinance and pursue community rating reduction options. 

The National Flood Insurance Program’s Community Rating System (CRS) is a voluntary incentive program that recognizes and encourages community floodplain management activities that exceed the minimum requirements. The CRS provides for 10 classes, with Class 1 having the most premium credit and communities in Class 10 receiving none. Each class is based on the number of credit points calculated for the activities that are undertaken to reduce flood losses, facilitate accurate flood insurance rating, and promote the awareness of flood insurance. A community is automatically a Class 10 community unless it applies for a CRS classification and shows that the activities it is implementing warrant a better classification. Island County is rated as a Class 10. Each rating increase a community receives allows for a discount on flood insurance polices county-wide. In 2006 the average flood insurance policy in Island County was $672.00 annually, each rating increase is worth 5% off on a homeowners flood insurance. 

Under FEMA a non-conforming structure (any structure below the base flood elevation) that is making substantial improvements is required to elevate the structure to the new base flood elevation. Substantial improvements include any reconstruction, rehabilitation, addition, or other improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of the structure before the "start of construction" of the improvement. This presents some challenges for a lot of the structures in the older beach communities. If structures are not elevated and you end up with a pattern of repetitive losses your program can be decertified.  That would mean people could not get federally subsidized flood insurance for their property making it difficult to get mortgages on properties.

One of the biggest challenges is the ICC allows for sequential permits. A homeowner with a $100,000 home could take out a permit for $49,000 (just below the substantial improvement limit) in renovations one year and then come back the next year and take out another renovation permit for $49,000. Sequentially a small beach cottage can become a large house and the homeowner has avoided the FEMA rule. A lot of communities have established what is called a “look back” over a one year, five year and ten year period to avoid homeowners circumventing the system through sequential permitting. 

Andy Griffin, Building Official, noted that last year they had three homeowners who used sequential permitting and one in the making this year.  He indicated that Island County is currently undertaking activities that help to reduce flood losses although they are not participating in the CRS program.  There are two code changes that could increase their rating; the “look back” and raising the minimum base flood elevation. When the base flood elevations were determined back in the early 80’s the numbers were rounded off to make it easier to administer so there may be houses that are not actually getting up to the base flood elevation. There would be a cost to the homeowner to elevate, but community wide everyone who has a flood insurance policy would see a reduction. 

One way to get a base flood determination in the zones that have not had some specific engineering done is go to the Army Corp of Engineers. In one instance, for a home on Camano Island, they recommended two feet additional height on top of the current base flood elevation due to sea level increases. Recent studies predict that sea levels will rise 2 feet in the next 100 years due to geologic subsidence which would be the average life span of a house.  One option would be to change the current flood ordinance to require homeowners to elevate their floor two feet above the base flood elevation. Island County is currently requiring 1 foot of freeboard in the V Zone.  

FEMA will soon be requiring the County to start reporting to them annually in October the number of permits issued in the flood zone.    

Follow up: The Board encouraged Bob to pursue working towards increased participation in the CRS program.   

Subject:  Fire Inspections

Discussion: Andy noted that the Building Department does not have an active fire inspection program currently. Building inspectors were conducting fire inspections until June, prior to layoffs. They are still doing them upon request for commercial buildings only.  The fees charged do not support the program.  The fire code allows the county to determine the frequency of fire inspections. There is no mandate that requires annual inspections. The Fire Districts would like to see annual inspections because it would lower their insurance rates.  

Commissioner Dean suggested polling the Fire Chiefs to see if they have any interest in conducting fire inspections. 

Commissioner Homola asked Andy to see how Island County compares to other counties in their frequency of inspections. She also questioned who was responsible for inspection of fire hydrants. 

Andy noted that hydrant installation is not looked at from a regulatory standpoint.  The design engineer is responsible to sign off that the hydrants are installed according to plan. No one from the county level looks at those systems. As far as the annual maintenance of the hydrants the State encourages Water Districts to get in touch with   Fire Districts to conduct annual flow testing and check them for maintenance.  

Subject:  Oak Harbor UGA expansion request

Discussion: The 2005 UGA expansion request by the City of Oak Harbor is currently stuck in a procedural hold. The expansion includes seven (7) geographic areas. A Mitigated Determination of Non-Significance was ultimately withdrawn.  The options are to proceed forward and issue a new SEPA determination and queue it up for public hearings or wait for the new census information to be gathered and re-look at the UGA boundaries with the 2012 Comprehensive Plan amendments.

Building Permits 

Andy noted that currently building permits are running 6 to 8 weeks. Other jurisdictions are on similar time frames.  Jurisdictions with the quickest turn around time require appointments to submit permit applications however it may take two weeks before you can make an appointment to submit your permit.     

The log jam at this point is at the front counter.  They are the first contact with the customer. Currently only have two permit technicians to work the front counter.   

Land Use Permits

Bob noted that land use permits are running, on average, about 2 months behind.  

Applications are vested with a notice of completeness. ICC allows 14 days to determine completeness of an application. Completeness doesn’t’ necessarily mean that the information provided is adequate enough to fully process the application. The more complete an application the less time it takes to review it. Bob is an advocate of changing the code to allow for 28 days to determine completeness of an application. A more quality review up front will help save time in having to request additional information.   

Subject:  Farm Plans and enforcement of the Critical Area Ordinance (CAO)

Information:   Justin Craven, Critical Area Planner, noted that new agricultural activities have to 

comply with the standard buffers; there are no buffer reductions available for new agricultural 

activities. The farm plans are not sent to the Planning Department for review currently. When there 

are critical areas on site they have to comply with the old critical areas ordinance which exempts 

existing and ongoing agricultural activities. It does not allow expansion of those activities within a 

critical area buffer but allows for maintenance and continuation of those uses. 

New legislation was passed that says that new critical area ordinances cannot negatively impact agriculture activities and that is why the new CAO was revised to say that agricultural activities have to comply with the old critical area ordinance. 

Commissioner Homola asked how someone goes about creating a farm plan and how do they know that the new critical area ordinance would in fact negatively impact agriculture. 

Justin said they don’t and that is why there is a caveat that says unless the landowner voluntarily elects otherwise they have to comply with the old CAO. If the landowner feels that the new CAO would allow them more use of their property or they want to go with the new wetland regulations then that is their option. 

The Conservation District is the entity that performs and creates these farm plans. Farm plans are required on agricultural land only for properties using large livestock that are less than 2.5 acres in size. There are some zones that require an Animal Management Plan. 
Follow up: The ordinance is on hold, pending resolution of the legal challenge.

Elaine noted that both current expense and county road fund budgets are predicated on taking a 1% increase plus new construction and any adjustments. The Board will provide some direction to Elaine at the October 28th budget workshop. 

Indirect cost transfers 

The method in which the County does indirect overhead transfers between funds was developed in 1992/93 and it was based on revenues.  The State Auditor prefers an indirect cost allocation method similar to the method used for federal grants. It provides two different models: 1) salaries, wages and benefits (12-15%) or 2) total expenditures (4.19%).

Using the current method the total coming into the general fund last year was approximately $1.2 million. Under either of the two new models the County would have the ability to put another $200,000 in the general fund.  

Elaine recommended moving toward one of the new methods and will provide the Board with more information to help them with their decision. Both Elaine and Anne LaCour prefer the 4.19% of total expenditures model.

The second graph shows various revenue amounts coming into the Treasurer’s Office. $500,000 has been budgeted for investment interest for 2009; $550,000 for 2010. For comparison, in 2007 there was 2.5 million, in 2008 1.6 million.   
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
