This is a very dense development, with townhomes, duplexes, some zero lot line, and multifamily.  These new divisions are proposing a connection to the County road, Olympic Drive.  The existing County right-of-way is a grove of trees in-between two houses and the City of Oak Harbor is proposing a connection out the back of this development.  This little piece of right-of way will join two very dissimilar neighborhoods and remove the grove of trees in between two houses.  Bill expects this to be somewhat controversial.  It is his opinion that the traffic pattern will likely change so County residents will use the new connection to get to Heller Road.     

Bill has been talking with Keith Higman about the land use permitting required to open the County right-of-way.  At a minimum it will require a public hearing and decision by the BOCC.  Bill is also talking with Keith about SEPA implications.  Typically when the County opens  unopened County right-of- ways for single family developments they are exempt from SEPA.  In this case, it might not be exempt.

A Plus Removal & Recycling was deemed non-responsive due to lack of any details for standard recycle commodities including newspaper, mixed waste paper, tin cans, aluminum, and glass. Island Recycling received the highest score and Dave requested approval from the Board to continue contract negotiations with them.  Several items to negotiate include steel handling practices at the Freeland site, land lease, and a more detailed cost estimate.

Proposed Action: Keith asked the Board if they wanted him to provide a detailed explanation for each of the individual fee increases or just provide input on those items that the Board had concerns with from their previous discussions. It was his understanding that those items include, appeal fees, reduced fees for low income housing, and a fee for addressing.       

Commissioner Dean suggested Keith ask Jeff Tate to attend (by teleconference) the next work session and walk though the process that was used to evaluate the fee increases. 

Keith said he would like to get an indication from the Board today where they are with regard to the appeal fee. The cost of taking an appeal to the Hearing Examiner is $2029.11. The County is currently charging $70.00. Jeff proposed an increase to $300.00. Skagit County charges $1000.00, San Juan and Thurston charge $555.00.   

Commissioner Price Johnson said it would be interesting to compare not just surrounding counties but counties that are the same size as Island County.

Information: Keith noted that Penn Cove Gravel Mine is an existing 15 acre mine, sandwiched between Highway 20 and Penn Cove that is proposing to expand to 50 acres. Typically this type of expansion is done though a Site Plan Review (SPR) application. The applicant, through their agent Larry Kwarsick, submitted a Certificate of Zoning Compliance (CZC) as the underlying application to expand the operation. The public has expressed concern about the reduced level of review with a CZC.          

Bobak Talebi, noted that they received comments from the public expressing opposition to the proposal and concern over the fact that the sign was hard to see/read and that the public comment period had occurred over the holidays making it difficult to provide comment on time.  The project was required to be re-posted.  The applicant’s agent, Larry Kwarsick, is arguing that the gravel mine is a legally conforming use and should be addressed as an existing use and therefore can be expanded by looking at just three criteria, height, setbacks and parking. The Planning Department believes that the expansion should go though a more stringent SPR process.       

Keith noted that whether this application goes through a CZC process or a SPR process the property has been designated as Mineral Lands which allows for the mining of gravel as an appropriate use.      The public has commented on the need for an Environmental Impact Statement. The process of designating the land in and of itself was an environmental review. It is presumed that between the appropriate zoning of property and the application of protective standards the majority of those environmental impacts have been mitigated.  The biggest public concern is the protection of groundwater. The Health Department has standards in terms of separation between the aquifer and the bottom of the pit to provide protection. The time for determining if gavel mining was an appropriate use for that property was when the land was designated as Mineral Lands. The very designation opened the door for the acceptance of the application.

Discussion: Steven Paysee, Executive Director, WAIF, presented the Board with an update on the WAIF organization and their urgent need and goals for a new shelter to serve Whidbey Island 

Susan Lindsey Cohen, V.P. Board of Directors, WAIF, provided a layout of the proposed new shelter showing schematics, elevations, and landscaping.    The property has been purchased, a needs assessment completed, architect hired and the site plan has been submitted to the County. They have also met with the Historical Review Committee.   

Construction cost for the building is estimated at $3.2 million. They also want to include 2-5 years of additional operating costs into the capital campaign for a total of $4.5 million. WAIF has received $2 million from major donors for the project. WAIF was hoping for a 5% contribution from Island County. They would like to line up the bulk of the funding in the next 6 months so they can potentially start construction September of 2010.  

The Board noted that the County does not have a funding source for that kind of a contribution at this time.  

Elaine Marlow suggested that WAIF research ways to increase licensing in Island County. 

Suggestions include:  

· Putting a notice in with the Assessor’s mailing about the requirement to license your animals and make the public aware of where the money goes 

· Enforce the requirement to license pets 

· Multi-year licenses 

· Minimal fee to license cats 

· Team up with the veterinarians  

· Ability to pay for a license on WAIF’s website and make a contribution at the same time
