Information: Jacque provided the Board with a presentation on the history and duties of the Conservancy Board. The Conservancy Board is a separate unit of local government that reviews and makes decisions on applications to change or transfer existing water rights. The Board is authorized to process the same types of water right changes as the Department of Ecology, including trust water.    

Conservancy Board Commissioners are appointed by the county legislative authority. Members must be residents of the county they are serving. At least one member has to be an individual water right holder and one member a non-water right holder. The Commissioners are unpaid volunteers and serve 6-year staggered terms. Two alternates may serve in place of a recused or absent Commissioner. 

Each Board member is required to take an initial 32 hours of training from the Department of Ecology. Eight additional hours of continuing educational training are required annually to remain eligible to take action. 

Application processing fees vary within counties from $250 to $1,450. Island County’s fee is currently set at $750 ($100-non-refundable). The processing fee covers the cost of public notice, travel reimbursement, operating costs, insurance, public records requests, meeting space and administrative support. Generally it takes 4 to 5 months to process an application. 

The Department of Ecology reviews the record of decisions of the Water Conservancy Board for compliance with applicable law and regulations. 

Don Lee noted there are currently three vacancies on the Water Conservancy Board. The BOCC has received 4 applications. It is his hope that the Board would receive training in November and be up and running by the end of the year.

Discussion: Bob provided the Board with a history of the ordinance and the number of affected parcels in those timelines.  An estimated 534 parcels were bisected by a public road right-of-way since 1987. Of that 215 have obtained a Tax Parcel number, 319 have not. Of the 215 that have obtained a Tax Parcel number 91 are developed, 124 are not. Staff estimated that of those 124 undeveloped parcels approximately 30 may not meet base density or lot size requirements. 

Bob plans on sending letters to those 124 property owners making them aware of how the ordinance will affect their property.
