A liquefaction susceptibility map provides an estimate
of the likelihood that soil will liquefy as a result of
earthquake shaking. Island County depicts the
relative susceptibility to liquefaction from bedrock to
areas of high susceptability.                                 .

Areas underlain by bedrock or peat are mapped
separately as these earthen materials are not
liquefiable, although peat deposits may be  subjected
to permanent ground deformation as a result of
earthquake shaking.
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
